	Name of unit:  The Internet

	Expected Outcomes
Learners will recognise the internet as a network of networks. They will learn that the World Wide Web is part of the internet. They will evaluate online content to decide how honest, accurate, or reliable it is, and understand the consequences of false information.


	Developmental Focus Opportunities
Pupils are becoming more independent in their use of technology and beginning to explore the online world with greater curiosity. It is therefore essential they start to understand how the internet works and how to navigate it safely. Introducing the concepts covered in this unit lays the foundation for responsible digital behaviour, helping pupils make informed choices, think critically about online content, and develop the awareness needed to stay safe and respectful in an increasingly connected world.

	Learners will have a better understanding of the connected world by focusing on the internet. It is a massive web of interconnected networks where data can travel through different routes to reach its destination. They will understand that networks need protection and that not everything online is true or kind and this will enable them to think critically before sharing online content. Learners will become more aware about being a responsible digital citizen.

	Router - a device that manages the flow of data between computer networks
Network - a group of interconnected computing devices
Internet - the global system of interconnected computer networks
Route - the path data follows between computers on a network
World Wide Web - a service provided via the internet, which allows us to access web pages and other shared files
Services - things that people can use or access online, such as emails, applications, videos or online games, which helps make the internet useful
Digital media - content such as images that can be stored and viewed on a computer
Website - a collection of interlinked web pages, stored under a single domain
Host - when a website or service is stored on a computer that is connected to the internet
Web browser - a program used to view, navigate and interact with web pages
Hyperlink - text or media that, when clicked, takes you to another web page or location
Content - the information, pictures, videos or text that you can find on a website or in a digital space
Ownership - having control or rights over something, like a piece of digital content or a website, means you are the person who owns or is responsible for it
Content - the information, pictures, videos or text that you can find on a website or in a digital space
Copyright - the rights given to the owner of a piece of work to control how it can be used
Unreliable - something that is not trustworthy or might not be true
Fake - something that is not real
Source - where information comes from, for example, a person, a website, a book or a video
